· Selection Procedure 
· Selection process of students is being carried out by Ministry of Education, Nepal and Economic Affairs Division, Islamabad, Pakistan. 
· Selected students have to approach Pakistan Embassy (Education Office) for grant of Equivalence Certificate and issuance of Study Visa for Pakistan. 
· For guidelines to obtain Study Visa, visit Pakistan Embassy website (pakembnepal.org.pk). Desirous students will apply though E-visa portal (being maintained by Consular Section of the Embassy).  
· Study - Self Finance.   Pakistani universities/ institutes offer direct admission to Nepalese students on self finance basis in different programmes/ faculties. For admission on self finance scheme, students may visit Official Website of Higher Education Commission, Islamabad. After completion of selection process, students can get necessary assistance from Education office, Embassy of Pakistan, Kathmandu. 
· Doctor of Medicine (MD)
· Doctors directly approach Higher Education Commission (HEC), Islamabad/ concerned institute for admission. 
· Ministry of Interior (MoI), Islamabad issues the letter of selection to these individuals.
· College of Physicians & Surgeons of Pakistan (CPSP)  
· Doctors approach CPSP, Kathmandu, Nepal for admission in concerned university/ institute.
· MoI, Islamabad issues the letter of selection to these individuals.
· Islamic Development Bank (IDB)
· Muslim students approach IDB office (being assisted by KSA) at Nepal for financial assistance for education purpose.
· IDB office, Kathmandu selects the students and approaches Economic Affairs Division, Islamabad for admission.
· Economic Affairs Division issues the letter of selection to these students.
· Verification/ Attestation of Documents
· MS/ MD 
· Pakistan Medical & Dental Council (PMDC) forwards basic education documents of Nepalese doctors (MS/ MD in Pakistan) to Embassy of Pakistan, Kathmandu for verification from concerned college/ university in Nepal. 
· Once verified by the institutions in Nepal, Embassy of Pakistan, Kathmandu returns verified documents directly to PMDC.

· Other Educational Certificates/ Degrees (Nepali Students Studied in Pakistan). Nepali students who completed their studies in Pakistani universities/ institutes will process their educational documents to Embassy of Pakistan, Kathmandu for attestation purpose. Before processing of the same, documents must be verified from following offices:-
· Concerned Institution in Pakistan
· Higher Education Commission, Islamabad
· MoFA, Pakistan
· Embassy of Nepal, Islamabad
